carry out proposed activities. Further, only limited funding may be available for even the best of such
applications, since most funding is reserved for development priorities already established by
USAID/Nepal.

Accordingly, it is strongly recommended that potential applicants review USAID competitive
announcements published on the Federal Business Opportunities and Grants.Gov websites as well as the
Agency’s Quarterly Business Forecast. Applicants responding to specific announcements must follow
the directions contained in that announcement. If a potential applicant still desires to submit an
unsolicited proposal/application, the applicant must follow the procedures described in the links
provided in the Useful Resources Box (at right).
