The program promotes synergies between the
mitigation and the adaptation in the sustainable
management of landscapes, incorporating the
concept of Carbon Mangroves in both national and
regional agendas.

USAID helps strengthen the regional and national
capacities to develop and implement incentive
programs, to reduce the deforestation and
degradation of the forest and other uses of the
land that cause greenhouse gases emissions.
